Congo’s Hour At Last!
A report on DaeMo Nim'’s visit to DRCongo.

Eleven years after the Cheon Pyung Providenceedtiie Ancestor Liberations, the FFWPU
DRCongo, which is the largest community of our FRVWRovement in Africa, is finally
blessed to receive the benefit of this specialgfemm heaven. In the last eleven years,
because of financial difficulties of most of ourrisin members, only a very limited number
were able to travel to Cheon Pyung to attend theestor Liberation Seminar. We realized
that the only way to solve this problem was tot@BMN to the Congo. Although the
consent was finally obtained two years ago, tadigfleght and joy of all our community, we
had to wait until now to see our prayers and dreseakzed.

The emotion was at its high on Friday, May 23, 2608:18 pm local time, when the flight of
Air France carrying DMN and her staff landed at tieshasa international airport. The
seminar was attended by over 2,500 brothers atetrsigiot only from Kinshasa and other
provinces of Congo, but also from the countriedwogola, Cabinda, South Africa, Gabon,
Swaziland, Zambia, Soudan, Rwanda, Cameroun, Cdmgazaville. All gathered in
Kinshasa to attend this historic event. DMN wapriessed and deeply moved by this big
crowd and mostly by the presence of an importamtigiof our second generation.




We had an arrangement with the immigration autiesrito facilitate her safe and honorable
entry in the country. Official instruction was givat the airport so that DMN could be
received in the special salon, used only by the beemof the government and other VIPs.
She received a warm welcome from the African smiked with the feelings of joy, hope,
and high expectation.

The national police escort was in place to fad#itaer quick and safe transportation from the
airport to Kinshasa downtown. The same nationatpdbok the security measures to protect
her during her stay which lasted 3 days, from May23, and to make sure that the event
went well. The presidential suites of “Grand HatelKinshasa” that we used in 1995 to
lodge True Parents, served again this time to wedcBDMN and her staff.

Beside the Cheon Pyung staff which accompagnied DiviNwere also honored and blessed
with the presence of Rev. and Mrs Tokuno, ContiaeDirector for Africa; Rev Hee Sun Ji
who, during this event, was presented to the conitynand took officially his responsibility
as our new Continental Director of Africa; Rev ais Chang Cheung Keun, and Rev
Kaneko, our National Messiahs. The national lemdéKenya, Gabon, Congo- Brazzaville,
also came together with their members.

In order to realize successfully this historic ewee needed strong financial means. We have
to admit that we could not manage it by ourselVés.spent $27,000 for the restoration and
improvement of the standard of our temple whicldlieé event, $5,000 to restore and
purchase some equipment for the church National$2@,000 for the lodging and food for
the participants.
